QI 5.2
Teaching for effective learning

Theme 1
The learning climate and teaching approaches

Building on our shared values, we create a stimulating learning climate using skilful and well-paced teaching and learning approaches. Learners' experiences are well matched to their needs and sustain their motivation and attention.  We develop learners' abilities to be curious and creative and to think critically. Tasks and activities in our classes and home-learning activities are well planned and involve learners as effective contributors, working independently and with others cooperatively in solving problems. We make full and effective use of ICT during teaching and learning

MIICE
QI 3 [Managing and manipulating digital information] theme 1 [ability to modify information in a variety of forms, including text, graphical objects, moving images, sounds and web pages], eg "Do the children/young people have varied experience and confidence in using varied software tools to prepare and edit materials in text, graphics, multimedia?" [3.1.1]

Evidence for 3.1.1 might come from an overview of schemes of work, especially those entries related to a variety of learner interactions

QI 5 [Investigatory learning] theme 2 [task analysis skills], eg "Are the children/young people systematic in refining tasks to be undertaken into manageable steps when they are using ICT to help?" [5.2.2]

Evidence for 5.2.2 might best come from audit of questioning strategies through peer observation or self-evaluation by members of staff

QI 9 [Quality of outcomes] theme 4 [breadth of experience of ICT use in context], eg "Does school planning ensure a progression in the skills, insights and attitudes that the children/young people develop as they experience broadening and deepening of their ICT uses?" [9.4.2]

Evidence for 9.4.2 might come from the established processes used in the school to moderate detailed planning of curriculum delivery, such as forward plans, unit/course schemes of work
This relates to quality indicator 5.2 on Teaching for effective learning, and shows 3 possible MIICE illustrations which might help to gather evidence of your progress for the first theme (the learning climate and teaching approaches)

For example, 3.1.1 in MIICE means the following

Quality indicator 3 - managing and manipulating digital information

Theme 1 - ability to modify information in a variety of forms, including text, graphical objects, moving images, sounds and web pages
Heading 1 - modification of digital information

Illustrative question - do the children/young people have varied experience and confidence in using varied software tools to prepare and edit materials in text, graphics, multimedia?
