Q: Shared Planning/ Organisation.- This relates to the learners' ability to work in a variety of modes ( individually, in small groups or large groups, class), making best use of the teacher and the learning resources in the class, school and beyond, and showing a problem-solving approach and the ability to break down a project into constituent elements.
